Installation Manual

Mercurial repository

The mercurial repository of the Skolat framework is located here:
https://bitbucket.org/anelia/skolat/
To clone the current version, run:

hg clone https://bitbucket.org/anelia/skolat
The db directory contains different database-related scripts.

The www directory is what you should put on the web server in an appropriate place.

Database

Set up the new database
For the next steps you will need the scripts from the db directory from the source repository.
Create the new database.

For example: 

CREATE DATABASE  `sample_project` DEFAULT CHARACTER SET utf8 COLLATE utf8_unicode_ci;

Execute the scripts, in the newly created database, in the following order:

1. db.sql
2. db_call_specific.sql
3. initial_data_inserts.sql

4. initial_passwords.sql

5. sample_project/initial_data_inserts.sql
6. sample_project/config.sql
Sample project directory contains sample configurations for the mobility program. 
You can either edit them before executing, or afterwards from the admin module, Settings -> Configurations / Message Templates / Mobility Calls / Mobility types per call menus. 
For more information on changing the configurations from within Skolat, please check the Coordinator’s manual.
Grant privileges

The following privileges need to be granted to the DB user that will be used from the web application, for example user skolat:
GRANT SELECT, INSERT, DELETE, UPDATE ON eurowebMultiple.* TO skolat@'<SERVER_IP>';

GRANT CREATE TEMPORARY TABLES ON eurowebMultiple.*  TO skolat@'<SERVER_IP>';

FLUSH PRIVILEGES;
Increase limit of mysql packet

Skolat users need to upload files to the system. Therefore, the maximum allowed packet for mysql needs to be increased (unless it already is.). Add the following to your my.ini file.

[mysqld]
max_allowed_packet=4M
Files

1. Decide where on the web server to install the three modules;

Let's say it's in directory skolat
Copy the www directory from the repository checkout to the newly created skolat directory on the web server.
2. Create error.log files with read/write permissions in applicant/, partner/ and admin/
Example: chmod 644 error.log
3. Create template_c directories with read/write permissions in applicant/, partner/ and admin/
Example: chmod 755 templates_c

4. Copy applicant/applicant.ini.php.template to applicant/applicant.ini.php and edit the values

Copy partner/partner.ini.php.template to partner/partner.ini.php and edit the values

Copy admin/admin.ini.php.template to admin/admin.ini.php and edit the values.
You only need to configure values for the paths and DB connection in the ini files.
5. If MDB2 module is not already installed on your PHP instance, please install it: http://pear.php.net/package/MDB2/download
6. If mbstring extension is not enabled, please enable it:

http://php.net/manual/en/mbstring.installation.php
7. Log into the admin module and immediately change the password. 

New admin users can be added through the database only, please refer to the initial_passwords.sql

script.

Troubleshooting:

1. On loading a webpage in Skolat, nothing is shown in the browser, just a blank page.

A blank page usually means that there is a major PHP error that prevents the page from being displayed and at the same time error logging is turned off on the server, thus the error is not visible.

To see the exact problem and resolve it, please temporary switch on the following in php.ini configuration file:

ini_set('display_startup_errors',1); 

ini_set('display_errors',1);

error_reporting(-1);
Another problem might be not compiled templates. Check permissions of templates_c directories

2. How do I install MDB2 from red hat repository?

yum install php-pear-MDB2-Driver-mysqli
3. Host 'xxx.xx.xxx.xxx' is not allowed to connect to this MySQL server
There is a problem with the mysql user. When creating a user in MySQL, one needs to provide IP address / wildcard of IPs from which the user will be allowed to log into MySQL.

4. Warning: require_once(MDB2.php): failed to open stream: No such file or directory
Please check that PEAR directory is properly configured in admin.ini.php and all respective files:

ini_set('include_path', '/bin/php/php5.3.5/PEAR/');

5. The webpages do not load CSS/JavaScript files
Please check that DOMAIN variable is properly configured in admin.ini.php and all respective files:

define('DOMAIN', 'http://127.0.0.1/skolat/admin/');
6. PHP Warning is given: “It is not safe to rely on the system's timezone settings.”

Try setting the following in php.ini:

date.timezone = "CET"
Alternatively, add the following to applicant/admin/partner.ini.php files:
ini_set('date.timezone', 'CET');
