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User can:
· Add a fisherman to the database
· Delete a fisherman from the database
· Add a fish species with name, limit length, and limit quantity to the database
· Add a location to the database
· Long press the fisherman’s name and bring up a form to enter a caught fish into the database with the following attributes:  species name, length (with ¼” precision), and weight (also with ¼” precision)
Implemented:
· Main activity
· Forms for populating the database from user input
· Classes to build and populate the database from user input
Unimplemented:
· Classes to build and populate the database with fishing trip information
· Classes to view/edit the contents of the database in a ListActivity
· Classes to generate a fishing report
· When a user input form loads and the first field has focus, have the software keyboard displayed


Modifications to proposed functionality:
· Changed adding a caught fish on the main activity from an add button to a long press on the fisherman’s name
· [bookmark: _GoBack]A “Night Mode” has been suggested using dark background with light letters so night vision is not affected by the screen
Progress in relation to the schedule:
· I originally intended to spoof the database.  However, time spent performing these actions was better utilized for creating usable database infrastructure.  This part of the project is ahead of schedule.
Major problems encountered:
· Querying the database to populate a widget allowing selection of a fish species while adding a caught fish to the database results in a program crash.  Spoofed from an array of String right now.
· While using an actual device, pressing the back button in the CreateCaughtFishActivity does not exit the form immediately and causes a crash, which does not happen while on the emulator.
· Currently, the database allows duplicate entries.  When the tables are created, unique identifiers need to be established.  Currently, the first and last name of the fisherman consists of two attributes.  I need to figure out how to make them unique together.  The separate form fields could be combined into one attribute and making that unique.
